
You also know that you are going to die.

Hebrews 9:27:  And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment,
And how will it go for you at the judgment?

Revelation 20:15:  And anyone not found written in the Book of Life, was cast into the lake of fire.

And what will happen in the lake of fire?

Revelation 20:10: . . .And they will be tormented day and night forever and ever.

You do not want to be tormented day and night forever and ever.  God now calls you through the gospel, 2 Thessalonians 2:14.

Romans 6:23:  For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Eternal life is the greatest gift that you can receive. The gospel is good news.  It is the power of God for salvation from sin, death and eternal punishment in hell.

Romans 1:16: For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek.
Romans 1:17: For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.”
Will you believe in Jesus the Savior?

Romans 3:23-25: for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, being justified freely by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God has set forth to be a propitiation, through faith, in His blood, to demonstrate His righteousness, because of the passing over of the sins that were previously committed, through the forbearance of God;
You are guilty of sin against God.  You can have this great gift of justification by grace.    You can have redemption from the slavery of sin in Christ, by the ransom price of His blood.  Yes, Jesus died for you, for your sins.  An objective provision for mercy has been provided for you before God’s holiness, God’s justice and God’s righteousness.  You do not want the wrath of God upon you.  Turn from sin!  Repent!  Change your mind!  Put your faith and trust in Jesus the Messiah!  

Redemption is in Christ.  How can you through faith get into Christ?

Romans 6:3: Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?
The gospel is to be obeyed according to:

2 Thessalonians 1:7,8: and to give you who are troubled rest with us when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty angels, in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.
So then, we have seen that we must obey the gospel of Messiah. How do you obey the gospel of Messiah? How can we obey the death, burial and resurrection of Messiah? The answer is given in Romans 6:

Romans 6:17,18: But God be thanked that though you were servants of sin, yet you have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine to which you were delivered.  And having been set free from sin, you became servants of righteousness.
They had been set free from sin when they obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine. They had obeyed the gospel.  But how was that done?  Let us read just before this in:

Romans 6:4:Therefore we were buried with Him by baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

Do you understand this?  When the believer is baptized into Christ, he or she is buried with Christ through baptism into death and then raised to a new life.  This is obeying the death, burial and raising of Jesus, -the gospel, the good news.  Jesus Christ died for our sins, and was buried.  You need to be buried with Him through baptism into death.  Jesus was raised from the dead.  You need to be raised up to walk in newness of life.  Let us read on:

Romans 6:5-7: For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection, knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer serve sin. For he who has died has been freed from sin.
The believer obeys the gospel of Christ when the believer is buried with Christ through baptism into death and raised up to a new life, set free from sin.  There cannot be the new life until through faith there has been the burial through baptism into death and then the resurrection.  Remember that obedience to the gospel is from the heart.  This is through faith.  It does no good to baptize one who does not believe.  Nor is infant baptism valid, because an infant cannot hear the gospel and believe in Christ and then obey the gospel from the heart. Baptism is through faith.

Colossians 2:12: buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the working of God, who has raised Him from the dead.
If you were baptized as an infant, you now can understand that it was not right and that you need to obey the gospel through your own faith in Christ, from your heart.  You need to be buried with Christ through baptism into death and then raised up to walk in newness of life. Romans 6:4. Then you will have the forgiveness of your sins.

Colossians 2:13: And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses,
Jesus clearly said in:

Mark 16:16: “He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.
Yes, you need to believe the gospel, the good news. You also need to be buried with Christ through baptism into death and be raised up to walk in newness of life. Ask a Christian to baptize you into Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, in the name of Jesus, in the name of the Father, Son and the Holy Spirit. You can go to a river, a lake, a swimming pool, a bapistry or a big enough bath tub. You can obey the gospel of Christ by believing and being baptized.  Remember that Christ will come again for judgment:

2 Thessalonians 1:7,8: . . .the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty angels, in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Men do not have a right to change the gospel.  Church leaders brought in infant baptism which is not taught in the Bible.  Church leaders also changed baptism from a burial to sprinkling and pouring.  False prophets have also brought in false doctrine, such as Joseph Smith, in whom Mormons require you to believe, before baptism.  The Watch Tower Society was started by false prophets that teach that Jesus is Michael, denying the deity of Messiah.   Those who pervert the gospel or teach another gospel  come under the condemnation of:

Galatians 1:6-9: I marvel that you are turning away so soon from Him who called you in the grace of Christ, to a different gospel, which is not another; but there are some who trouble you and want to pervert the gospel of Christ.  But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel to you than what we have preached to you, let him be accursed.  As we said before, so now I say again, if anyone preaches any other gospel to you than what you have received, let him be accursed.
You need to obey the gospel of Christ.

Acts 2:38: Then Peter said to them, “Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Will you repent and be baptized?

Acts 22:16: ‘And now why are you waiting? Arise and be baptized, and wash away your sins, calling on the name of the Lord.’
