
The Bible is the God inspired word of God.  The Holy Spirit moved the holy men of God to write the word of God.  God spoke to Israel through Moses.  God told Moses: 

Deuteronomy 18:18: I will raise up for them a Prophet like you from among their brethren, and will put My words in His mouth, and He shall speak to them all that I command Him.”
Yes, God sent Messiah to speak to us God’s Word.  The promised Prophet is Messiah.

Luke 24:44:  Then He (Jesus) said to them. “These are the words which I spoke to you while I was still with you, that all things must be fulfilled which were written in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning Me.”
Jesus quoted much from the Scriptures.  

Jesus said in:  

John 10:34: . . . (and the Scripture cannot be broken), 

Jesus said as recorded in  Matthew 5:18:

“For assuredly, I say to you, till heaven and earth pass away, one jot or one tittle will by no means pass away from the law till all is fulfilled.”

Jesus spoke about the smallest stroke in a Hebrew letter.

One time Jesus based his argument on the tense of the verb.  Matthew 22: 31,32:  

“But concerning the resurrection of the dead, have you not read what was spoken to you by God, saying, ‘I am the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob’?  God is not the God of the dead, but of the living.”
Jesus Messiah based this argument on the tense of the verb, “ I am the God of Abraham”, rather than God was.  Jesus showed us that even the words are inspired by the Holy Spirit.  They are accurate and inerrant.

Jesus said in:

John 12:48: “He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words has that which judges him--the word that I have spoken will judge him in the last day.”
Jesus promised His apostles that the Holy Spirit would inspire them also:

John 14:26: “But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you.”  (Matt. 10:16-20.)

Jesus promised the apostles in:

John 16:13:  “However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.
Yes, the Holy Spirit taught the apostles all things.  He brought to remembrance all things that Jesus had said to them.  The Holy Spirit guided the apostles into all truth and showed them things to come.  The apostles were Holy Spirit inspired to write the New Covenant, the New Testament.

Saul of Tarsus was chosen by Jesus Messiah to be an apostle.  Jesus said to Saul:

Acts 26:16:  “But rise and stand on your feet; for I have appeared to you for this purpose, to make you a minister and a witness both of the things which you have seen and of the things which I will yet reveal to you.”
Saul was the Apostle Paul.  The word of God was revealed to him, by Jesus Messiah.  Paul wrote in:

1 Corinthians 2:13:  These things we also speak, not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual.
Yes, the words written by the Apostle Paul were those which the Holy Spirit taught.  Paul wrote:

1 Thessalonians 2:13:  For this reason we also thank God without ceasing, because when you received the word of God which you heard from us, you welcomed it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which also effectively works in you who believe.
Yes, what the apostles, including the Apostle Paul, wrote is the word of God.  The words are Holy Spirit inspired.  The letters that they wrote are the word of God for all.

1 Thessalonians 5:27:  I charge you by the Lord that this epistle be read to all the holy brethren.  (Col. 4;16.)

The Apostle Peter called the letters, the epistles of Paul, Scriptures:

2 Peter 3:15,16:  and account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation--as also our beloved brother Paul, according to the wisdom given to him, has written to you, as also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things, in which are some things hard to understand, which those who are untaught and unstable twist to their own destruction, as they do also the rest of the Scriptures.
The letters of Paul, his epistles, are Scriptures.  They are part of the New Covenant.  Do not twist them to your own destruction.

Paul wrote in:

1 Corinthians 14:37:  If anyone thinks himself to be a prophet or spiritual, let him acknowledge that the things which I write to you are the commandments of the Lord.
The New Testament epistles are:


1. The truth given by the Holy Spirit. 


John 16:13.


2. Revealed by Christ. Acts 26:16.


3. Things which the Holy Spirit teaches. 


1 Cor. 2:13.


4. The word of God. 1 Thess 2;13.


5. Scriptures. 2 Peter 3:15,16.


6. The commandments of the Lord. 


1 Cor. 14:37.


7. To be read to all the holy brethren. 


1 Thess. 5:27.

2 Timothy 3:16,17:  All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work.
Yes, all scripture is given by inspiration of God.  Holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit.

Are you willing to accept what the Bible claims about its origin?  Will you believe the biblical hermeneutic?  You shall be judged by the New Covenant.  John 12:48.

1 Peter 4:11:  If anyone speaks, let him speak as the oracles of God. . . .
The apostles of Messiah were guided by the Holy Spirit into all truth and were shown things to come, which includes the book of Revelation.  The New Covenant ends with this warning:

Revelation 22:18,19: For I testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book:  If anyone adds to these things, God will add to him the plagues that are written in this book; and if anyone takes away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part from the Book of Life, from the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.
1 Corinthians 4:6: . . . that in us ye might learn not to go beyond the things which are written; . . (A.S.V.)
Jesus said, John 8: 32:  “And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”
Jesus said, John 14:21:  “He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves me. . . .

Hebrews 5:9: And having been perfected, He became the author of eternal salvation to all who obey Him.
1 John 2:3:  Now by this we know that we know Him, if we keep His commandments.
1Timothy 3:15: and that from childhood you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.
Jesus Messiah, the Son of God, died for our sins according to the scriptures.  He was buried.  He rose again the third day according to the scriptures.  Will you believe in Him?  Will you repent and obey Him?

Acts 2:38: . . . “Repent and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
Acts 22:16:  ‘And now why are you waiting?  Arise and be baptized, and wash away your sins, calling on the name of the Lord.

2 Samuel 23: 1,2:

Now these are the last words of David.

thus says David the son of Jesse;

Thus says the man raised up on high,

The anointed of the God of Jacob,

And the sweet psalmist of Israel:

“The Spirit of the LORD spoke by me,

And His word was on my tongue.
Yes, the Spirit of God spoke by David, the sweet psalmist of Israel.  David was king and prophet.  The writers of the Bible were inspired by the Spirit of God.  They wrote the word of God.

When you read the Bible you can notice that the prophets quoted exactly what God said to them.  Such statements as “Thus says the LORD,”  “Then the LORD said to me,”  “The word of the LORD came to me saying,” and “The LORD said.”  More than 2,000 such quotations are in the Hebrew Scriptures.  About half of the book of Exodus is quotations of what God said.

God spoke to people through His prophets.  The proof is that prophecies were recorded in history and fulfilled hundreds of years later in history.  You can see with your own eyes the prophecies in the Bible, and then see their fulfillment in our time concerning Israel, Babylon, Egypt, Tyre, Edom, and the Philistines.

2 Peter 1:21: for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit.
