come.” Matt. 6:10. They prayed at that time for the kingdom to come. Jesus said to the Pharisees:

Matthew 12:28: “But if I cast out demons by the Spirit of God, surely the kingdom of God has come upon you.
Yes, the kingdom of God had come upon them. The King was speaking to them. (Matthew 23:3; Luke 12:32; 22:29.)

The Jews misunderstood the nature of the kingdom. They wanted to make Him a political king, a worldly king.
John 6:15: Therefore when Jesus per-ceived  that they were about to come and take Him by force to make Him king, He departed again to a mountain by Himself alone.
The Jews did not reject Jesus as King, but they wanted Him to be a political, worldly king.

Luke 17:20,21: Now when He was asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God would come, He answered them and said, “The kingdom of God does not come with observation; “nor will they say, ‘See here!’ or ‘See there!’ For indeed, the kingdom of God is within you.”
Yes, the kingdom of God is within us. It is a spiritual kingdom. Pilate, the Roman governor, asked Jesus if he were king of the Jews.

John 18:36: Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this world, My servants would fight, so that I should not be delivered to the Jews; but now My kingdom is not from here.”

Did you notice that Jesus said, “My kingdom is not of this world?” Yes, the kingdom of Messiah is a spiritual kingdom, not a political, worldly kingdom. The Jews were mistaken when they wanted to make Jesus a political worldly king. Those who look for Jesus to set up a worldly, political kingdom in the future are also mistaken, just as the Jews were then.
Mark 9:1 (RSV): And He said to them. “Truly, I say to you, there are some standing here who will not taste death before they see the kingdom of God come with power.
Jesus said that the kingdom of God would come during the lifetime of those standing there listening to Him. He said that they would not die before they had seen the kingdom of God come with power. When did that happen? Jesus told His apostles:

Acts 1:8: “But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”

So then, the power would come when the Holy Spirit would come upon the apostles. Jesus said that the kingdom of God would come with power. When did the power and  the Holy Spirit come upon the apostles? That happened on the Day of Pentecost after the resurrection of Jesus the Messiah:

Acts 2:1-4: Now when the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.

Yes, the Holy Spirit came upon the Apostles on the Day of Pentecost after the resurrection of Jesus the Messiah. The power came when the Holy Spirit came. The kingdom of God came with power then, on the Day of Pentecost after the resurrection of Messiah, just as Jesus had said in Mark 9:1. 

Peter preached that day in Jerusalem. He spoke about David:
Acts 2:30, 31: “Therefore, being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that of the fruit of his body, according to the flesh, He would raise up the Christ to sit on his throne, “he, foreseeing this, spoke concerning the resurrection of the Christ, that His soul was not left in Hades, nor did His flesh see corruption.

Yes, Jesus was raised up from the dead to heaven to sit upon the throne of David. David foresaw as a prophet that Jesus the Messiah would set upon David’s throne when He was resurrected from the dead.  (See Matthew 19:28; Luke 24:25,26;Hebrew 1:2-9.)

After Jesus the Messiah was raised from the dead, He met his apostles on a mount in Galilee:
Matthew 28:18-20: Then Jesus came and spoke to them saying, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. “Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, “teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”

How much authority does Jesus have? Jesus clearly said, “All authority has been given to me in heaven and on earth.” Jesus was raised up from the dead. He is king. He is Lord. He is Messiah. He has all authority in heaven and on earth.

Colossians 1:13,14: He (God) has delivered us from the power of darkness and translated us into the kingdom of the Son of His love, in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins.
When Paul wrote to the Colossians, he said that they had been translated into the kingdom of the Son of God’s love. The kingdom was in existence then. Christians were then in the kingdom. They had been translated into the kingdom. Those who teach that the kingdom has not yet come, are mistaken. Those who teach that the kingdom came in 1914, are mistaken.

Revelation 1:9: I, John, both your brother and companion in tribulation, and in the kingdom and patience of Jesus Christ, was on the island that is called Patmos for the word of God and for the testimony of Jesus Christ. (Also Revelation 1:5,6.)

When John wrote Revelation, he was in the kingdom of Messiah. He wrote that he was. The kingdom was in existence then, at that time.

1 Corinthians 15:22-26: For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. But each one in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, afterward those who are Christ’s at His coming. Then comes the end, when He delivers the kingdom to God the Father, when He puts an end to all rule and all authority and power. For He must reign till He has put all enemies under His feet.The last enemy that will be destroyed is death. 

Notice the statement, “For He must reign till He has put all enemies under His feet.” Jesus the Messiah was reigning when 1 Corinthians was written. Jesus the Messiah is now reign-ing. He must reign till He has put all enemies under His feet. The last enemy is death. Death now continues, so then Jesus is now reigning. 

1 Corinthians 15:24: Then comes the end, when He delivers the kingdom to God the Father, . . .

Yes, faithful Christians will go to be with God in the New Jerusalem, in the everlasting kingdom. Revelation 21.

2 Peter 1:10,11: Therefore, brethren, be even more diligent to make your calling and election sure, for if you do these things you will never stumble; for so an entrance will be supplied to you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

II Timothy 4:18: And the Lord will deliver me from every evil work and preserve me for His Heavenly Kingdom. . . .

At the Day of Judgment, faithful Christians will hear Messiah say:

Matthew 25:34: “Then the king will say to those on His right hand, ‘Come, you blessed of My Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world;

 Revelation 22:5: . . . And they shall reign forever and ever.
To enter the kingdom of God you must be born again. 

John 3:5: Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.

Jesus promised to give Peter the keys of the kingdom. Matthew 16:19. Peter proclaimed that Jesus is both Lord and Messiah.

Acts 2:36. Peter gave the keys to the kingdom in:

Acts 2:38: Then Peter said to them, “Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission (the forgiveness) of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.                
Philippians 3:20: For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the savior, the Lord Jesus Christ.
