God made a covenant with Abraham. Then later the Law was given to Israel through Moses. The Law given through Moses included the Ten Commandments.

Then the LORD said to Moses, "Write these words, for according to the tenor of these words I have made a covenant with you and with Israel."  Exodus 34:27.
The covenant was with Israel. It mentions the Ten Commandments.

So he was there with the LORD forty days and forty nights; he neither ate bread nor drank water. And He wrote on the tablets the words of the covenant, the Ten Commandments.  Exodus 34:28.
The words of the covenant that God made with Israel were the Ten Commandments.  Notice that this covenant was made only with Israel.

Jeremiah prophesied to the Kingdom of Judah about 800 years later. Through Jeremiah, God promised a new covenant. Jeremiah 31:31-34:

Behold, the days are coming, says the LORD, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah-- not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, though I was a husband to them, says the LORD.
But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put My law in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, "Know the LORD,' for they all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them, says the LORD. For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will remember no more."
God definitely promised a New Covenant. This same passage of scripture is quoted in the letter to the Hebrews. After quoting this, Hebrews 8:13 states:

In that He says, "A new covenant," He has made the first obsolete. Now what is becoming obsolete and growing old is ready to vanish away.
A new covenant was given through Messiah. Hebrews 9:15:

And for this reason He is the Mediator of the new covenant, by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions under the first covenant, that those who are called may receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.
God promised through Jeremiah that under the new covenant that there would be forgiveness of sin.  Jeremiah 31:34: 

For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will remember no more.
You can understand that Messiah became the mediator of a new covenant by His death for your sins. Messiah said:

For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.  Matthew 26:28.
Messiah said in Matthew 5:17:

"Do not think that I came to destroy the Law or the Prophets. I did not come to destroy but to fulfill.
Messiah fulfilled the Law, and gave a better covenant, the new covenant. Christ did not destroy the law, but He abolished the law. Ephesians 2:15:

 (Christ) having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law of commandments contained in ordinances. . .
When the new covenant was given, many in Israel accepted it. Those who did not, received the wrath of God in A.D. 70. God made it impossible for them to keep the Old Covenant when the temple in Jerusalem was destroyed. The only sacrifice for sins is the blood of Messiah, the lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world. The covenant that is now valid with God is the New Covenant. Gal. 3:23-25:

But before faith came, we were kept under guard by the law, kept for the faith which would afterward be revealed. Therefore the law was our tutor to bring us to Christ, that we might be justified by faith. But after faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor. 
The law was a tutor to lead Israel to Messiah. But now we are no longer under the tutor, no longer under the law. Does this include the Ten Commandments as well? Romans 7:4-7:

Therefore, my brethren, you also have become dead to the law through the body of Christ, that you may be married to another--to Him who was raised from the dead, that we should bear fruit to God. For when we were in the flesh, the sinful passions which were aroused by the law were at work in our members to bear fruit to death. But now we have been delivered from the law, having died to what we were held by, so that we should serve in the newness of the Spirit and not in the oldness of the letter. What shall we say then? Is the law sin? Certainly not! On the contrary, I would not have known sin except through the law. For I would not have known covetousness unless the law had said, "You shall not covet."
Where did the Law say, “You shall not covet.”  In the Ten Commandments. Exodus 20:7. The conclusion then is that we have died to the Law.  We are released from the Law. What Law? The Law including the Ten Commandments. That is exactly what is stated in Romans 7:4-7. We are now under a new covenant, a new law, the law of Messiah. Galatians 6:2 speaks of the law of Christ. Colossians 2:14-16:

having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it. So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths,
The handwriting of requirements, the Law, were taken out of the way and nailed to the cross of Messiah.  The blood of Messiah brought in a New Covenant, just as God promised through His prophet Jeremiah.

2 Corinthians 3 discusses the Old Covenant that was written on stones, and the New Covenant written on tablets of human hearts. Galatians 5:4 shows how serious this is:

You have become estranged from Christ, you who attempt to be justified by law; you have fallen from grace.
The promise made to Abraham was that all nations would be blessed in Abraham. From Abraham came Messiah, who died for all nations. Galatians 3:16:
Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises made. He does not say, "And to seeds," as of many, but as of one, "And to your Seed," who is Christ.  (Gen.22:18.)
You can be an offspring of Abraham, an heir according to the promise. Gal. 3:26-29:
For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. And if you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.
You need to first believe in Messiah, who died for your sins.  Then, be baptized into Messiah.  This will make you an offspring of Abraham, an heir of eternal life.

    We need to study the Bible, 2 Tim. 3:15-17, including the Old Testament: Rom. 15:4:

For whatever things were written before were written for our learning, that we through the patience and comfort of the Scriptures might have hope. (1 Cor. 10:11.)

God had foretold that He would raise up a prophet like Moses to speak the Word of God. Deuteronomy 18:15-19. God has spoken to us in these last days through His Son. Hebrews 1:1,2. Jesus Messiah lived under the Law, the Old Covenant. Gal. 4:4. But He gave New Covenant teaching and commandments. Matt. 5:20-48. The apostles of Christ were guided by the Holy Spirit in writing down the new covenant. John 14:26. 16:13. 1 Thess. 2:13.  1 Cor. 14:37.  2 Peter 3:15,16. When you stand before Messiah on the day of judgment, you will be judged by the new covenant.  2 Cor. 5:10.   Deut. 18:19.

Jesus Messiah said: 

He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges him--the word that I have spoken will judge him in the last day.  John 12:48.

Matthew 28:18-20:

And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age." Amen.

THE NEW COVENANT
More than 4,000 years ago, there lived a man named Abram. Genesis 17:1,2:

When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to Abram and said to him, "I am Almighty God; walk before Me and be blameless. And I will make My covenant between Me and you, and will multiply you exceedingly." 
The sign of this covenant was circumcision. God promised to give the land of Canaan to the descendants of Abraham, from the River of Egypt as far as the great river, the river Euphrates. Genesis 15:18. 

Genesis 17:8: Also I give to you and your descendants after you the land in which you are a stranger, all the land of Canaan, as an everlasting possession; and I will be their God."
From Abraham came Isaac. Isaac had a son whose name was Jacob, which God changed to Israel. Jacob, the grandson of Abraham had 12 sons who became the people of Israel. After 430 years in Egypt, God gave the people of Israel  the Law through Moses. This is history. God kept His promises to Abraham.  Another promise that God made to Abraham was that in him all nations of the earth would be blessed, Genesis 12:3:
I will bless those who bless you, 

And I will curse him who curses you; 

And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.  (See also Gen. 22:18.)
